MENU - 6: DIVISION SYMBOLS

ENTER THE MENU AND SKIP THROUGH THE DIFFERENT

STEPS BY PRESSING THE LU[eIs}q BUTTON. USE[UP / DOWN
TO MODIFY VALUES. HOLD THE MODE BUTTON FOR MORE

Choose in between 2 different division symbols ( : or /)

THAN ONE SECOND TO EXIT THE MENU.

MENU - 7: LED

MENU - 1: MODE 12H- OR 24H-CLOCK

Adjust the general brightness of the LEDs.

You can switch in between 12-hour and 24-hour clock.

MENU - 8/9: HI (*) AND LO (.)

MENU - 2/3: SET TIME

Change time settings for hours and minutes.
In 12h-clock mode, AM/PM info appears on the left.

MENU - 4: LEVEL OF DIFFICULTY

Choose in between 6 different levels of difficulty.

Set the time when to lower the brightness of the clock for
the night. "Hi” means the time when the clock starts
daylight-mode in full brightness (standard setting), “lo”
means the time when the clock changes from daylight- to
night-mode and to the lowest level of brightness.

Set the same time for hi and lo and the clock display will
always stay on full brightness.

For example: level 1 works with addition and
subtraction, level 6 with multiplication and division.

MENU - 10: SLEEP ON / OFF

MENU - 5: CALCULATION SPEED

This is an option for the LO Mode, and it puts the clock
during this time in a sleep mode in order to cut the power
consumption and the light emission from the display.

Choose in between 6 different levels of speed.
For example: level 1 makes the calculation change

SHORTCUT FOR LEVEL OF DIFFICULTY

every 60 seconds, synchronized with the minutechange.
Level 6 makes the calculation change every 10 seconds.

By pressing the UP/DOWN buttons directly, you can change
the level of diffculty without entering the menu
